Deputy Mayor Seybold – Public Works picked up litter, cut the grass at various locations; took care 

of the bus turn around and various roads.  I’m working on getting the oil at the old dump taken away.  

The Mayor and I attended a meeting regarding the Juvenile Center false alarms.  It was a very 

positive meeting; they are locked into a contract until 2023.  Helped with Clean Communities along 

Old Church Road and DeBow Lane.

 Mayor Lewis opened the meeting for Public Comments. 

 

 Barbara Cavileer – River Road, Lower Bank – With regards to the speed bumps; there is a lot 

more to this than just asking for them.  You have to take into consideration: plowing, buses, blind corner 

from Charles Avenue; bikes.  The County may require curbs, drainage, etc.  This need to looked into 

further, before a decision is made.  When will Route 542 be paved? 

 

 Mayor Lewis – The County has said next year. 

 

 Barbara Cavileer – What is the various projects in Resolution # 2019-59? 

 

 Deputy Township Clerk Bacon read the agreement to the public. 

 

 Barbara Cavileer – What is the Zoning Ordinance about? 

 

 Mayor Lewis – This is just to clean up the issues of the ordinance. 

 

 Mike Alexander – River Road, Lower Bank – I am not in favor of the speed bumps, particularly 

in front of my house; we should look at lowering the speed limit. 

 

 Engineer Dixon – They are not interest in lowering the speed limit. 

 

 Committeeman Gadd – They did lower the speed limit on Green Bank – River Road, but there is 

no enforcement. 

 

 Mike Alexander – There is a lot of traffic coming onto Charles Avenue now, we need to look into 

this. 

 



 Barry Cavileer – River Road, Lower Bank – With regards to the speed bumps, lighting is required 

and I don’t want a light in front of my house.  Emergency Services will be slowed down and the property 

value will be decreased. 

 

 Horace Somes – Turtle Creek Road – You have to also be careful with speed dips.  They need to 

addressed, they are breaking down.
